Acceptance Criteria:

Materials presented for disposal at the civic amenity site must be properly segregated and available for inspection.

Members of the public will not be allowed access to the facility with consignments of mixed materials.

The public will not be allowed to carry out segregation of mixed materials at the site. 

All materials for disposal must be properly bundled, tied in bunches, boxes, bags etc.

The public will be required to dispose of chargeable materials first on entry to the site.

Members of the public who bring mixed materials to the site in bins/ boxes, will be required to pay the mixed disposal charge of €75 / tonne/ €3 / 80l sack.

All vehicles entering the MRF will be weighed on Monaghan County Council Weighbridge at Scotch Corner Landfill site.

Acceptance Criteria:

All users of the MRF will be required to sign an agreed Materials Acceptance Specification.

The materials acceptance specification for each waste type will dictate the quality standards for acceptable material.

Mc Elvaney’s will grade all material on entry.

Consignments that do not meet the Material Quality requirements will be reclassified as lower grades. i.e. Loads presented as Clean cardboard, but is actually mixed cardboard and paper will be reclassified as Mixed Recyclables and charged at €75 less Repak Subsidy/tonne, if a load is contaminated with refuse it will be rejected and classified as mixed waste and charged at €125 / Tonne.
